Air Madrid

There are three possibilities for residents outside Spain:

1. Authorise an individual natural person (not via Public Administrations) who they know and who lives in Spain, so that he/she may take the documentation to the Commercial Court No. 5 of Madrid: directly or via any of the notaries featured in the list on the Web site:

2. Contact the Spanish Consulate or Embassy in the country of origin of the consumer and make the power of attorney there (cost of between €8 and 30) which will subsequently be sent to the Court.

3. Contact a Notary in their country of origin and prepare a specific power of attorney (from €150 to 200) in order to join the Creditors’ Agreement of Air Madrid and subsequently contact a sworn/official translator to have it translated into Spanish and thus be able to send it to the Court.

The powers of attorney must always carry the Hague Apostille in order to be fully valid.

For the moment only the price of the tickets will be refunded and the first of those affected will begin to recuperate their money at the earliest in the year 2009.
